During Lent, the Alleluia, Gloria is omitted and limited instrumental music is 
used. On the last two weeks, the veiling of statues and images occurs. 

Pope Leo XIV has asked we use this Lent to listen to God & others. In 
addition, to disarm our language by fasting from words that wound.  
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
